6. Delegations/Variations
6.1
9:15 a.m. J. Wharton

Jeff Wharton, PC Manitoba Candidate for the Gimli Riding attended. He congratulated council on their success in the 2014 municipal election.  The funding announcement for the lagoons was discussed.  Mr. Wharton asked what the issues were for Winnipeg Beach.

Mayor Pimentel discussed:

· 1% of PST for infrastructure within the previous 7% PST
· Resort communities-Need a different model for funding.  Funding is currently based on permanent population and does not take into account the seasonal population.

· Funding for Flood Protection – Would like to see funding available for upgrades to dykes.  Currently they can only be brought back to prior state.

· The Provincial Park campground has just installed a new play structure and is looking at continuously improving the cement bulkhead.  

· Discussed a 2 tiered system for minimum wage as it is difficult for seasonal businesses.  Suggested an entry level wage for youth keyed to seasonal resort communities.

Brad Sveinson, applicant, spoke at the hearing.  He said there is a huge distance from the cottage to the lakeshore.  The owners would like to build a family room/sun room in order to take advantage of the view of the lake.
The Town received one letter in favor of the variation from J. Pollock, 305 Prospect.

9:30 a.m. Rezoning Public Hearing, 268 No. 9 Hwy

Mayor Pimentel explained the Public Hearing process.

The owner Natasha Poworski explained that she wishes to construct a new 6 plex apartment that would be for 55 plus or for younger families depending on the community needs.  It would be affordable housing.  It would be a nice looking building that includes balconies. 

Mary Waytowich spoke against the rezoning.  She is concerned about proper land drainage and feels it would change the land values.  She said cottage country is what draws her to Winnipeg Beach and she would like the area to remain as single family. She is also concerned that there would be no buffer zone.

James Waytowich spoke of his memories of Winnipeg Beach.  He has put a lot of work into their home and his dream is to one day live full time at Winnipeg Beach.  He is opposed to the height and feels this development would decrease his property value.  This type of building should not be in this area.  He is against the idea of a multiplex.  He would be agreeable to a duplex but nothing larger.  
The Town received letters opposing the multiplex from J. Waytowich (276 Hwy No. 9), Mary Waytowich (323 Lake Avenue), J. Smith (315 Lake Avenue), and K. Smith (315 Lake Avenue).

1. To reduce the minimum setback requirement at the Rear Yard (East Side) from 25 feet to 11 feet to the wall and 9.5 feet to the eave for the construction of an addition to the existing residence.

AND WHEREAS an Intercity Bus Service has economic, social and environmental benefits, such as:

-increasing tourism and convention opportunities with significant potential economic benefits to rural Manitoba,

-reducing negative impact on roads,

-reducing emissions from many private vehicles transporting fewer passengers than could be transported in a single bus,

-increasing cultural opportunities provided in larger centres to the benefit of all rural Manitobans.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT Council of the Town of Winnipeg Beach request the Minister of Infrastructure and Transportation develop a solution to restore Rural Intercity Bus Services to the benefit of all Manitobans.
